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May 25th — June 9th, 2012, Mike 
will return to Rwanda in partnership 
with ERM Rwanda (ermrwanda.org) 
and plans to take a full team of 
short term volunteers!  On that trip, 
the majority of the team will head 
to the southern region of Rwanda 
to Butare.  Our present plans for 
the mission are to:  

1. conduct a Simple Evangelism 
Conference for pastors and church 
leaders in Butare and a men’s 
conference in Ruhengeri;  

2. lead an evangelistic crusade in 
Butare;  

3. use The Hope video for 
evangelistic outreach in Butare;  

4. conduct personal follow-up visits 
after the crusade and video 
culminating in launching a church 
plant in Butare;  

5. do evangelistic preaching in 
schools in Butare and Ruhengeri, 
including the Military Cadet School;  

6. do light construction and clean 
up at the sites of a new church 
building and the new ERM 
Vocational Training Center in 
Butare.
